Christopher Guest knows 
a good spoof when he 
sees one. Unfortunately 
he’s seeing them in every 
conceivable nook and 
cranny, and his shtick is 
getting stale. 
 Ironically, Guest claims 
to be foregoing his flip mockumentary style in favor 
of a more linear narrative. You wouldn’t know it 
based on his troop’s overly familiar meanderings 
and character co-dependence. 
 “Consideration” touches on a topic that’s rife 
with comic possibilities: the nauseating egos inher-
ent in the film business. The project in question is a 
low-budget indie by the name of Home for Purim, 
an intimate drama about a Jewish family’s trouble-
some reunion at the celebration of their dying 
matriarch’s favorite holiday. 
 The Purim players are fringe celebs, a motley 
crew of wannabes and used-to-bes desperate 
for a break. One little mention on an obscure 
movie blog is all it takes to start tongues wagging 
over a rumor that faded personality Marilyn Hack 
(Catherine O’Hara) may be crafting an Oscar-wor-
thy performance. 
 From bloggers’ lips to cinema gods’ ears, that 
tiny flame of thespian glory is fanned into a wildfire 
of publicity; suddenly everyone who is anyone is 
talking about Purim. 
 The buzz stimulates budding expectation, spark-
ing interest at the top. Naturally the brass smells 

big box office, with a few minor changes to 
broaden the film’s appeal. Goodbye Purim, hello 
Thanksgiving!
 Guest trots out the likely clichés with chaotic 
delight: the Ebert- and Roper-like film critics fierce-
ly defending their cine-turfs; the Entertainment 
Tonight-ish hosts (Guest regulars Fred Willard and 
Jane Lynch) perpetuating hot water-cooler gossip; 
and the slick-as-oil studio head (Ricky Gervais as 
Sunfish Classics President Martin Gibb). 
 Despite a crack target comic and fluent perfor-
mances by Guest’s crew, “Consideration” has a 
been-there-done-that quality, a tired air of familiarity 
and distinct lack of sparkle. 
 Of course there are moments: the Purim theme 
sung around the holiday table; O’Hara’s mystify-
ing Hollywood transformation; and Willard gaily 
interviewing actors who have been snubbed by 
the Oscars. The marvelous O’Hara rises above the 
pack, her hopeful anticipation so palpable it hurts. 
 Guest is a gifted director with a devoted group of 
talent willing to take one for the team. He needs to 
move on.

Clerks II
Rating: R for pervasive sexual and crude content

“They’re not gay. They’re hobbits!”
—Clerks II

 Kevin Smith’s 1994 debut “Clerks” was (and still 
is) something of a hallowed credo for the 1990s’ 
Generation X and Y-ers. Smith knew that his peers 
were high-jacked by pop-culture in the form of com-
ics, movies and video games that were targeted 
in bucketfuls to children during the ‘70s and ‘80s. 
In consequence, “Star Wars” and its subsequent 
rip-offs, both in its movie and merchandise forms, 
seemed to foster a cultish movie mania in kids and a 
cross-breeding of the movie/comic/gaming-nerd and 
the everyman was born. Also, due to the advent of 
the VCR and Atari, this attribute could be perfected 
at home and thusly the orators of these new myths of 
pop-culture were schooled almost unknowingly until 
their knowledge became second-nature. 
 “Clerks” detailed a day-in-the-life of these grown 
twenty-somethings featuring convenience store 
clerks Dante (Brian O’Halloran) and his irritated 
video store neighbor Randal (Jeff Anderson) and 
their adventures in the limbo of suburbia. Dante 
couldn’t commit to his future; Randal didn’t care 
and both felt the sneaking pressures of an intimi-
dating life filled with evil chewing gum salesmen, 
manic milk expiration-date seekers and customers, 
lots of annoying customers, interrupting their con-
versations of substance. They were classic slack-
ers (which are essentially a modern, Americanized 
version of bohemians without the angst) and both 
represented a kind of cool that only youth could pull 
off. The beatniks had Jack Kerouac, the hippies 
Ken Kesey and Hunter Thompson and the children 
of the modern age had Dante and Randal to rally 
against the B.S. that surrounded them. 

 However, the won-
derful “Clerks II” asks, 
quite cleverly, what hap-
pened to these charac-
ters? How would these 
icons have survived in 
the “real world?” The 
answer, for lack of bet-
ter word, is both poi-
gnant and extremely 
funny. Both the Quick 
Stop and Video are still 
haunted by the (now) 
thirty-something Dante 
and Randal until a fire 
forces their migration to 
fast food haven Mooby’s. It seems at first that Dante 
has fared better than his counterpart: he has a fian-
cée that adores him, a wedding in a few weeks and 
a job with his father-in-law at the end of the road. 
Randal, however, still lives with his mother and (still) 
emphatically defends “...the only trilogy” Star Wars 
against co-worker Elias, the teenage Tolkien dork 
whose naivety is painfully targeted. 
 What makes “Clerks II” so good is yes, its gross-
out sense of humor, but now that humor really 
does mask the angst of time lost. There are some 
extremely funny moments (whose details I cannot 
describe in a family paper such as this one) such 
as Randal’s argument with the hobbit lover and a 
bachelor’s party that will make you look twice at fast 
food, but those are carefully balanced. I actually felt 
for both Dante and Randal because their situations 
are all too real: in a world of many choices, some 
actually prefer their familiar niche not because they 
are lazy, but because they are good at it. This 
space, luckily, is the wizard that grants Dante and 
Randal something they (and I) thought they would 
never achieve: an honorable sense of purpose.

Dream season comes to an end
Foothill falls to Los 
Alamitos in state 

volleyball championship

by Michael Miller

T he magical Foothill High 
School girl’s volleyball 
season came to an end last 

weekend when the Falcons fell to 
Los Alamitos (25-20, 25-19, 25-
21) in the CIF Division 1 champi-
onship game. 
 When people think about volley-
ball in California, if not the entire 
United States, thoughts usually turn 
to Southern California. In fact, the 
last time a team from this league 
went to state was in 1991. This 
match provided an opportunity to 
turn attention to the highly skilled 
volleyball played in Northern 
California. For 38 matches, the 
Foothill girls knew only victory. 
 “We’ve never had a season like 
that before,” Coach Dusty Collins 
said. “A 38-0 season doesn’t come 
around too often.” 
 Even though they had not lost a 
match all season, the Falcons came 
into the championship match as an 
underdog for the first time this sea-
son to the perennial power from 
Southern California. The defend-
ing state champion, Los Alamitos 
Griffins, has won the state match 
three of the last four years.  The 
Griffins came into the match with 
only a 26-6 record, but were fresh 
off a win over La Costa Canyon of 
Carlsbad—the fifth nationally ranked 
team (by prepvolleyball.com) and 
had nine seniors with one champion-
ship already under their belts.
 All-season Falcon opponents 
struggled to figure out how to 
beat the play of middle blockers 
and all-tournament athletes Felicia 
Willoughby (11 kills, six digs, two 
blocks) and Betsy Sedlak (nine kills, 
eight digs, one block). Los Alamitos, 
the deepest team the Falcons faced 
all season, was able to attack the 
pair in waves. The Falcon pair was 
held to a combined 16 kills in the 
three-game match.

F ollowing a period of economic growth, 
analysts at a global research firm are 
predicting an economic slowdown in 

2007 in much of the U.S. if the current slump 
in home sales continues.
 The impact, however, would be much 
less on both coasts, including the Bay Area, 
where housing prices remain strong despite a 
recent softness in overall sales.
 And, it the forecast could change if 
home mortgage interest rates hold steady 
or continue to drop, as buyers have seen in 
recent weeks.
 The new report by UBS 
Wealth Management 
Research, a global financial 
firm, addressed worldwide 
prospects, with its analysts 
expecting slower U.S. growth 
than most other economic 
forecasters.
 “While the world’s other 
major economies will be 
affected by slower growth in 
the U.S., their own domestic 
demand should continue to 
drive global growth overall,” 
the UBS Global Outlook 
report stated.
 The report pointed out that 
annualized quarterly growth 
in residential investment in 
the third quarter dropped to 
17.4 percent in the U.S. The 
forecast call for growth of 2 
percent for the next few quarters.
 Tri-Valley Realtors believe, however, that 
the market here will do much better. At 
recent meetings of the Valley Marketing 
Association, a Realtors group, they have 
reported that a correction in the real estate 
market has already materialized with little or 

no impact to the local economy.
 Dave Walden, a Certified Mortgage 
Planning Specialist in Pleasanton, said fore-
casters are awaiting today’s Jobs Report 
before firming up their predictions for inter-
est rates and the housing market in 2007.
 “Economists are looking for the formation 
of 115,000 new jobs and hourly earnings 
to increase by 0.3 percent for the month of 
November,” he said.
 “On a technical level, bonds have been 
on a nice strong trend higher since the 

end of June, meaning home 
loan rates have moved much 
lower,” Walden added. 
“Remember, that as bond 
prices go higher or improve, 
home loan rates, which are 
hand-in-hand with bonds, go 
lower and improve.”
 “But if the Jobs Report 
today is a real stinker and 
shows very weak employ-
ment, this would be good 
for bonds and home loan 
rates, and we could see more 
improvement, moving clos-
er to and perhaps breaking 
those past historic levels,” he 
explained. “On the contrary 
if the report is strong, bonds 
may well begin a retreat and 
home loan rates could wors-
en slightly.”
 In its research report, 

UBS predicts that the Fed will cut the fed-
eral funds rate over the next few quarters, 
for a total 1.25 percentage point reduction 
to 4 percent by the close of 2007. According 
to UBS, that could cushion the flagging 
economy it forecasts for the U.S. and renew 
momentum “in good time.”  ■

 The Federal Housing 
Enterprise Oversight office, cit-
ing dropping home prices in 
many parts of the country, has 
decided against increasing the 
Conforming Loan limit from its 
current $417,000.
 Realtors expect the decision 
will hurt buyers who are seek-
ing mortgages for homes in 
the Tri-Valley and, especially, 
Pleasanton, where the median 
price for housing now is at the 
$900,000 level.
 Director James B. Lockhart 
of the Enterprise Oversight 
office, which has had con-
trol of this responsibility since 
2004, said the conforming 
loan limit applies to single-

family mortgages purchased 
by Fannie Mae and Freddie 
Mac (the Enterprises).
 The conforming loan limit 
determines the maximum 
size of a mortgage that an 
Enterprise can buy or guar-
antee. By law the maximum 
conforming loan limit is based 
on the October-to-October 
change in the average house 
price in the Monthly Interest 
Rate Survey (MIRS) of the 
Federal Housing Finance 
Board (FHFB).
 The FHFB reported the 
decline in the average price 
was $501, or 0.16 percent, 
from $306,759 in October 
2005 to $306,258 in October 

2006. This is the first decline 
in the MIRS since 1992-93.
 Lockhart announced 
Nov.15 that he would keep 
the limit at 2006 levels if 
there was a decrease in 
October-to-October house 
prices and would defer that 
decline for one year.
 “This amount is in keeping 
with the Enterprise Oversight 
Office’s recent announcement 
of an orderly and transparent 
process for any downward 
adjustment,” said Lockhart. 
“We made this decision so as 
not to disrupt the end-of-the-
year pipeline of mortgages 
or the market for mortgage-
backed securities.”  ■
