L ocal band Georgi and the Rough Week 
play the blues, but don’t let the genre’s 
sad stereotype define them. Referring to 

themselves as rockin’ blues and R&B, the band 
connects with audiences through their sound 
and story. 
 It was during a motorcycle trip in 2001 that 
Georgi Sneckner Longboya, vocalist, and Roland 
Longboya, her husband and guitar player, were 
wooed by downtown Pleasanton. Originally 
from Portola Valley, it then became their home-
town and one of their favorite performing spots. 
 Along with bassist Tim Schane and drummer 
and vocalist Dan Lewis, the group plays for the 
Pleasanton Hotel’s Blues on the Patio series and 
will be the featured band at the Red, White and 
Blues-themed First Wednesday street party July 
2 for the first time. 
 “Blues sounds sad and depressing,” Georgi 
said. “And yes, some of the lyrics are, but it’s 
the driving rhythm and great guitar. Blues is a 
term and used to describe a style, but we’re all 
about making people feel good. It’s uplifting 
and people want to get up off their tooshies.”
 Describing the sound as being “all about feel,” 
the vocals blend with the guitar along with a 
driving backline from the bass and drums. 
 While the band has shows in Livermore, Dublin 
and Fremont, Georgi said it’s the hometown 
shows where they connect with the audience.

“It’s the people,” she said. “I recognize them. 
They’re little party animals and they want to get 
out and feel good and have a nice evening. [At 
Concerts in the Park] they bring their own wine 
and children are up and dancing; it’s a safe place 
and it’s all about having a good time.”

Enjoying life is important to the group, as 
they have endured ups and downs since coming 
together in 1996. Georgi and Roland were mar-
ried. Annie Tregoning served as the band’s bass-
ist until 2004, when she lost a battle with brain 
cancer. A drummer married and left the band. Yet 
the openings allowed new talent to join the crew. 

Then things slowed down in the last year 
when Georgi was diagnosed with breast cancer. 
Living with love and loss, challenges and tri-
umphs, the goal now is to “milk life.”

“I don’t know if we would have gotten through 
the cancer situation without the music,” she said. 
“I just feel like we have even more drive now.”

The new focus has pushed the band to help 
out with benefits and fundraisers. 

“You’re not going to get it unless you give it,” 
Georgi said. “We have tried to be givers.”

Through it all, the group feels as if locals have 
given back to them.

“We have found a great community here,” 
she said. “Just by showing up [to the shows] 
they’re giving. There would be no party with-
out them. We have felt a tremendous amount of 
support.”

Get Smart

Rated: PG-13 for some rude humor, action violence  
and language.

 Director Peter Segal got smart about the cast-
ing. Watching the always-likable Steve Carell 
share the screen with Dwayne “The Rock” 
Johnson and Alan Arkin in “Get Smart” is the best 
thing about Hollywood’s most recent reach into 
the recycle bin. They 
partner sweet-natured 
sensibilities with per-
fect comic timing in 
this fairly entertaining 
remake of the classic 
television spy spoof.
 It’s a good thing the 
Cone of Silence high-
tech spy gadget never 
works to keep con-
versations private—
not in the 1965-1970 
television series cre-
ated by Mel Brooks 
and Buck Henry, nor in 
this comedy. Deadpan 
exchanges of dialogue provide most of the 
humor. Although the screenwriting team of Tom 
J. Astle and Matt Ember (“Failure to Launch”) 
created a new backstory for CONTROL field 
agent Maxwell Smart (Carell), the banter is much 
more amusing than the sight gags or standard-
issue action plot.
 Smart is one of the top analysts at CONTROL, 
the ultra-secret U.S. spy agency whose headquar-
ters are housed beneath a museum and accessed 

through the iconic long corridor of clanging, auto-
matic steel doors and phone-booth elevator fea-
tured in the television series. Max dreams of being 
promoted to the exciting life of a field agent—like 
the much-admired Agent 23 (Johnson). His dreams 
become a reality when KAOS, the crime syndicate 
led by the cold-blooded Siegfried (Terence Stamp), 
attacks the central office. 
 Unlike Inspector Clouseau or Mr. Bean, Maxwell 
Smart is no bumbler. The newly numbered Agent 
86 is simply an intelligent man with a steep learning 

curve. The Chief (Arkin) 
partners him with the 
accomplished Agent 99 
(Anne Hathaway), who 
reluctantly heads on 
a mission to Moscow 
with him in hopes 
of foiling the KAOS 
operatives (including 
Kenneth Davitian) and 
their weapons of mass 
destruction. 
   Topical concerns crop 
up but without much 
satirical sting. “Get 
Smart” swipes at poor 
U.S. intelligence gather-

ing, noting that human beings—not satellites—are 
the key for acquiring valid information. The President 
(James Caan) is a thinly veiled caricature of George 
W. Bush, who reads “Goodnight Moon” to school 
children during times of crisis. And the mispronun-
ciation of “nuclear” gets tossed in for fun.
 You’ll have a better time if you don’t expect this 
re-imagined work to resemble the original. The 
phone shoe does fit Carell, and he wears it well.

In Bruges
Universal Home Video DVD 
1 hour, 47 minutes  
Director: Martin McDonagh

 Don’t let the DVD packaging fool you. “In Bruges,” 
which is being advertised as an action film (Colin 
Farrell and Ralph Fiennes both sport guns and surly 
looks on the cover), is actually one of this year’s 
best movies, filled both with character and gallows 
humor, with a very touching core. The movie came 
out this last spring to some modest success, but I 
have a feeling the producers did not know how to 
market it, so it played to a few and then petered 
out. The movie itself defies a genre—I wouldn’t call 
it a black comedy (that implies nihilism) or even an 
existential one (that implies pretension), or an action 
movie or whatever. It’s more of a drama, catholic and 
almost medieval in tone (due to the setting), but very 
funny, with performances by the leads that surpass 
anything they have done in what seems eons. 
 The biggest surprise about “In Bruges” are 
the stars themselves, two respected (Brenden 
Gleeson and Fiennes), and one not-so-but-under-
rated (Farrell), who have a great dynamic, especially 
Gleeson and Farrell, that gives featherweight tone 
to the weighty material and setting. It’s the com-
bination of the Irish brogue, deadpan delivery and 
desperate banter between the pair that warms the 
gothic streets of Bruges, whose foreboding archi-
tecture is unable to stop their endless squabbling. 
Gleeson, who has always been the greatest of 
character actors (see 1999’s “The General”), gives 
the move a weariness and dignity it needs. Farrell, 
now orbiting away from his pretty-boy debut days, 
takes his motor-mouthed shtick and strips it (or at 
least masques it) with a genuine wounded, authen-
tic intensity behind his puppy-dog eyes. 
 There has never been a pair so depressed to 
be on vacation as both Ken (Gleeson) and Ray 
(Farrell), who’s especially down due to the fact that 
he’s in Belgium and especially Bruges. “If I grew 

up on a farm, and was 
retarded, Bruges might 
impress me, but I didn’t, 
so it doesn’t,” moans 
Ray, moping around the 
town square. The rea-
son, however, for this 
doomsday vacation, 
and Ray’s fussiness, is 
an uncanny one: both 
are hit men sent by their 
boss Harry (Fiennes—
effectively channeling 
Michael Caine) to lay low 
after a job gone wrong, 
and Bruges, beloved by 
Harry from a childhood vacation (he repeatedly 
praises the swans between expletives), seemed like 
the best place to send the two. As the pair wrestle 
to keep their spirits amongst the gargoyles, stone 
churches and holy relics, earthly characters such as 
a racist, stoned dwarf, a two-timing temptress and a 
bewildered gun dealer are the doomed participants 
that the two must bounce against. 
 “In Bruges” is so good because, firstly, its charac-
ters feel very real. Director and screenwriter Martin 
McDonagh constructs his characters around his 
actors, so the dialog never has that “assembled” 
feel and the dramatics are strangely intimate and 
touching. Ray—twitchy, bigoted, and ultimately tor-
tured—may be annoying, but with Farrell, extremely 
likeable, a broken teenager with a 30-year-old body. 
The other character is Bruges itself, lovingly photo-
graphed by Eigil Bryld, as a type of place where a 
long dark night of the soul might take place (much 
to Ray’s annoyance). “In Bruges” ultimately (and 
weirdly) is also a movie that has the sophistication 
enough to take the themes of redemption and for-
giveness seriously, and wisely mould a comedy of 
out them, because for Ray, that’s the only way such 
grandiose ideas can be swallowed.
