When classes begin again at the end of the month,
students at Village High School will have the chance
to take a new elective course, the Cisco Networking
Academy. This will be the second year the class is
offered at Village, but as a pilot program in its first
year, it was only offered after school.

The course, designed by San Jose-based tech giant
Cisco Systems, helps students work toward certifica-
tion as a computer technician through Internet courses,
hands-on experience and field trips throughout the
year.

“It is a series of modules where they learn network-
ing,” said Emily Santos-Gomez, who teaches Cisco
Academy at Village. “The difference between an A+
certification course and this class is it actually prepares
them for the work force.”

According to Santos-Gomez, the class offers more
than just computer skills, something she said many of
her students already have. The course teaches network-
ing skills and how to solve real-life problems.

“Both,” she answered when asked if the course
taught Internet networking or social networking. “It’s
true the same way you get jobs is the same way the
Internet works--making connections.”

While much of the preparation comes during the
course, one of the benefits of the Cisco Academy is
what comes after. For recent Village graduate Monet
Ogo, the course’s connections helped her get an intern-

ship with staffing corporation Robert Half International
this summer. She is the first Village student to have an
internship with Robert Half through this program.

Ogo is currently interning in the IT department
there. The job involves solving complex problems, but
she said the class at Village prepared her well, in addi-
tion to providing focus and the internship.

“It got me started into computers,” Ogo said about the
course. “Before, I didn’t really know what I wanted.”

Santos-Gomez said she saw a positive effect on
other students who also took the class last year.
Students who had not been motivated before became
engaged in learning something new because they were
intrigued.

“Some kids who normally wouldn’t come to school
are motivated to come--to learn something,” Santos-
Gomez said. “I've even had students tell me ‘if it
wasn’t for this class, I wouldn’t be here.””

According to Kathryn Benson, director of human
resources for the Pleasanton Unified School District
and, who along with others, helped bring the program
to Village, Santos-Gomez is an important source of
that encouragement and a key instrument in making
the program a success.

“It may not have worked as well with another
teacher,” Benson said. “She is really enthusiastic and
involved.”

Ogo agreed.

“She really cares a lot about the students,” she said.

The class involves collaboration between Village,

PUSD’s adult education department and Ohlone
Community College in Fremont. With these connec-
tions, students gain access to the facilities Ohlone
offers during the course, as well as an opportunity to
continue the program after Village. Ogo, who will be
attending Ohlone in the fall, will be taking advantage
of this chance by taking Cisco classes offered there.

In addition to the collaboration, the field trips
included give students a chance to see real networks in
a business setting and learn outside the classroom.

“It was so fun--just getting out of school,” Ogo said
about the field trips. “And we really did learn things at
the places we went to.”

Santos-Gomez hopes to include more field trips in
the coming year, as well as more classes. They are
looking for more companies to partner the way Robert
Half has by allowing field trip and internship opportu-
nities.

According to Benson, the class is part of the dis-
trict’s strategic plan to create connections with indus-
try and the community and help students transition
after graduation. The success of the first year will
allow the course to continue, and possibly broaden in
the coming years.

Benson said the class, which requires the students to
work hard all year, is very beneficial to the students in
the long term.

“They are really solving real world problems,”
Benson said. “They are preparing for an industry that’s
viable and real.” m

The X-Files: | Want to Believe

The second “X-Files” feature film, based on the
popular sci-fi television series, might be exactly
what fans were looking for.

FBI cases never stop cropping up, and apparently
the same goes for “The X-Files,” the long-running TV
show that comes to the silver screen for a second
time, six years after the show’s conclusion. Ex-fans
will be thriled to know their beloved agents Fox
Mulder and Dana Scully haven’t changed much; they
get back in the swing of things so fast it's as if they
never stopped. While moviegoers unfamiliar with the
series might have trouble understanding certain top-
ics fully without proper context, the movie still offers a
good mystery-thriller plot that anyone can enjoy.

Six years after the FBI charged him with murder
and kicked him out of his post as an investiga-
tor of paranormal cases, or X-Files, Mulder (David
Duchovny) still hasn’t quite moved on. He sits at
home, collecting newspaper clippings of strange
occurrences and shooting pencils at the ceiling.
Scully (Gillian Anderson) works at a Catholic hospital,
convinced she has left her agent days far behind. But
when an FBI agent approaches Scully and promises
to drop charges against Mulder if he returns to inves-
tigate a new case involving an FBI agent gone AWOL,
both are thrown into the darkness once again.

The only clue to the missing agent’s whereabouts
is in the possibly fabricated visions of Father Joe, an
ex-priest and convicted sex offender, who inexplica-
bly sees miscellaneous body parts in the West Virginia
snow before they are dug up. He believes there is a
connection between these body parts and the agent
in question, but his visions don’t tell him why.

As usual, faith in the supernatural is what
divides agents Mulder and Scully in the case: The
former wants to believe Father Joe is on to some-

Harold & Kumar Escape

In lawyer-author Clive Stafford Smith’s 2007
narrative “Eight O’clock Ferry to the Windward
Side”, he examines the bleak detainment and
interrogative policy that governs the inmates of
Guantanamo Bay, and the precarious impact it
has on America’s civil rights policies. Time and
again the reader is treated to stories of wrong-
ful incarceration, brutal interrogations, frustrating
bureaucracy and an overt feeling of perversion in
the sponsoring of Orwellian doublespeak, where
inmates become “enemy combatants” and torture
is deemed “aggressive interrogation techniques”.
It's a depressing but exhilarating read because
Smith’s outrage becomes not only infectious, but
also somewhat heroic. He not only wants justice to
be served, but he also wants to stop America from
destroying itself in the eyes of the world.

| couldn’t help but think what Smith would have
thought of Harold and Kumar’s predicament in the
very stupid but also very funny “Harold & Kumar
Escape from Guantanamo Bay.” The movie is a
stereotype of a stoner-cum-paranoid liberal fantasy,
where the inept and bigoted bad guys are the intelli-
gence community that have never heard of civil rights,
and Guantanamo Bay is played out as a nightmare of
a southern prison circa 1963. It's tasteless yes, but

Outdoor performances of Western Theater classic in Livermore

Las Positas College’s sum-
mer production of “The Cherry
Orchard” by Anton Chekhov began
July 26 and will run through Aug.
10. Directed by Wendy Wisely,
the “gentle comedy” is performed
outdoors on Saturday and Sunday
evenings.

“We’ve been doing classical
theater in the summer for almost
10 years,” Wisely said about the
Las Positas College performance.
“Anyone can be in it. It’s a good
place to explore theater.”

Wisely said she chose “The
Cherry Orchard” because it has
been one of her favorites. Also,
despite being written in 1903, it has
themes that resonate today.

The play, set at the end of Czarist
Russia before the Revolution,
depicts an aristocratic family on the
verge of losing the family farm and
its prominent cherry orchard.

Performers include new
students, returning students and
community members, and this
year’s cast ranges in ages from a
14-year-old dancer to a 79-year-old
actor.

According to Wisely, past per-
formances have had a good show-
ing thanks to the location as well as
the community.

“We’ve had a good turn out,”

she said. “The performance patio
holds 125, so it is a nice intimate
setting. Negatively, seats can fill up
quickly.”

Tickets cost $10 for general
admission and $7 for students and
seniors.

She added that several other the-
ater troupes have chosen Chekhov’s
work for recent performances.
