X-Files: I Want to Believe
Fox DVD
1 hour, 44 minutes
Director: Chris Carter

 Chris Carter’s “X-Files: I Want to Believe” is a 
disappointment that you’re willing to sit through 
if only for the nostalgia factor. The movie, which 
plays like an OK extended episode of the series, is 
as moody, dark and creepy as the show but, pro-
jected onto the big screen, it did not ultimately feel 
inflated enough to fill the theater. Maybe then the 
movie may play better in its native setting, the small 
screen in your living room, where its deliberate 
dramatics can be enjoyed at the viewer’s leisure. 
What stands out, however, are the compelling sub-
plots in the movie, one that deals with an ethical 
medical decision involving a child and the other 
about a priest seeking forgiveness. Both belong in 
another movie, but both are an inspired touch for 
what could have been just another bloated summer 
extravaganza. 
 If you were a fan of the series, which ran from 
1993 through 2002, then you were aptly familiar 
with the chronicles of alien chasing Fox Mulder 
(David Duchovny) and his skeptical partner Dana 
Scully (Gillian Anderson). Every week, both encoun-
tered werewolves, vampires, slimy monsters of the 
sewer, psychic killers and aliens, oh so many aliens. 
In principal, the show was schlock with a sleek look 
(which helped define the look of modern TV shows 
with diffused lighting and deep shadows) but there 
was something very special in the synthesis of the 
writing and acting. The scripts by Carter and his 
team of writers focused on the characters before 
the monsters and, as espoused by Anderson and 
Duchovny (who always underacted), it worked. 
Mulder and Scully not only had witty things to 
say, but they also had a weird sense of profundity 
unique to television’s contrived sphere. 

 The movie picks 
up real time six-or-so 
years later (don’t ask 
me what happened 
in the last few sea-
sons of the show, 
because I tuned out 
when Duchovny took 
a hiatus). We find 
Scully working on an 
oncology ward for 
children while Mulder 
is in hiding from the 
FBI. A series of miss-
ing persons prompts 
Father Crissman (Billy 
Connoly) to claim that he has visions of the missing 
and, in turn, the FBI approaches Scully to see if she 
can coax Mulder out of hiding to verify Crissman’s 
story. Mulder does, and the pair begins their own 
investigation based upon Crissman’s leads, which 
takes them further into the snowy Virginia night only 
to find an operation that is using the abducted for 
some pretty gruesome research. 
 Where “X-Files: I Want to Believe” really suc-
ceeds is in—surprise—its writing and acting. Carter 
reintroduces his characters without fanfare, giving 
both Mulder and Scully an ethical dilemma that 
feels outside the plot, but is compelling nonethe-
less. Mulder finds he has to constantly defend con-
victed pedophile Father Crissman’s integrity and 
Scully has to make a medical decision involving a 
sick boy’s treatment. The main theme involving the 
X-File is not fleshed out enough, however, so it gets 
the short end in terms of audience involvement. It is 
a strangely muted mixture (and especially for such 
a hyped summer movie), but its fans, and even a 
few curious laymen, may enjoy this “X-File” too.

 Baz Luhrmann mixes it up in this rangy homage 
to the divisive history of the land Down Under.
 Luhrmann has big shoes to fill and they’re his 
own; he crafted such colorful and accomplished 
fare as “Strictly Ballroom,” “Romeo + Juliet” and 
“Moulin Rouge” to stupen-
dous effect.
 From the get-go the tone 
of “Australia” is too diverse, 
starting with some slapstick 
melodrama that follows 
English rose Lady Sarah 
Ashley (Nicole Kidman) as 
she crosses the globe to 
Faraway Downs, the remote 
Northern Territory cattle sta-
tion owned and operated by 
her errant husband.
 What she finds is a 
dilapidated farm, a dead 
spouse and a motley crew of Aborigines that 
includes a mystical youngster by the name of 
Nullah (Brandon Walters), whose poignant voice-
over unfurls Australia’s long and difficult history 
with the Stolen Generation (children of Australian 
Aborigine descent who were removed from their 
families by the Australian government).
 With the dubious charm of an old-school serial 
heroine, Lady Sarah dusts off her button-up shoes 
and tries to make things right, determined to hang 
on to her property and keep it from the greedy 
hands of corrupt cattle baron King Carney (Brian 
Brown). Not to mention villainous station manager 
Neil Fletcher (David Wenham).
 Naturally Sarah needs a driver to help her get 
1,500-plus head of cattle from A to B to secure 
a lucrative military contract, in this case to Darwin 

via a hazardous trek across the Never-Never (as in 
one will never-never survive). The driver in ques-
tion is hot and hunky Drover (Hugh Jackman), a 
self-sufficient Aussie cowboy who’s a man’s man 
among men.
 Nothing surprises here: the burgeoning beauty-
and-the-beast romance, Sarah and Drover’s growing 
attachment to Nullah nor the good vs. evil narrative 
that’s just shy of stale. Luhrmann feels his native 
land passionately and it shows in his attention to 
detail, even when that detail strays from its original 

intent. Which is an apol-
ogy for the ill treatment of 
the Aborigines? A social 
commentary on the nega-
tive effects of the Japanese 
attacks on Darwin? Or an 
epic love story with the 
venerable Outback as its 
backdrop? Only Luhrmann 
knows for sure.
 Walters is the real deal 
and he puts both Kidman 
and Jackman to shame 
with his brilliant smile and 
fresh approach. As the 

spiritual grandson of local seer King George (David 
Gulpilil), Nullah beguiles with his clairvoyant insight, 
his desire to straddle both worlds and wisdom well 
beyond his years.
 The pic looks phenomenal, focused as it is on 
the wild frontiers of Australia’s vast boondocks. The 
parched terrain is impressively expansive and the 
Aboriginal culture fertile with allure. The entire proj-
ect is lit with a tawny glow, including Kidman’s too-
taut cheekbones and Jackman’s chiseled pecs.
 I’ve the niggling feeling that Luhrmann could have 
achieved something special with his lengthy opus, 
an aching valentine of intense emotion and sorrowful 
times past. The profound weight of Australia’s cruel 
racial policies is left relatively murky, leaving in its 
stead an entertaining but shallow holiday offering.

 The women’s USA National

 This was the first year a U-17 
FIFA Women’s World Cup was 
held. Countries had to qualify and

A home for the abandoned
We'll call them Timmy (orange tabby) and Tommy 

(gray and white) because we don’t know their true 
names. These docile, neutered big boys appear to have 
been indoor pets and they have good reason to look 
scared.

The under $1,000,000 market saw the sharpest decline 
in sales, with 12 pending sales for the month of November, 
as compared to 21 in October and 37 in September.
